State Fair 4-H Discounted Passes     
· Order due by NOON on August 9th – Payment due by August 16th
· Discounted State Fair passes are available for exhibitors and families. If you would like to purchase discounted State Fair Passes, you may place an order for any of the three (3) following pass options:
· 4-H Member 11-day Pass ($12 each)
· For 4-H Member who is an exhibitor and will be on the fairgrounds for more than two days.
· 
· 11-day Pass ($36 each)
· This pass is for anyone who is not a 4-H member who may be attending with a 4-H member for more than two days.
· Daily Gate Admission ($6 each)
· This pass is for anyone who is attending the Colorado State Fair one day at a time.

· Below are the specific roles and some of the details for each role.  If interested a volunteer can enroll for any of the following roles through a 4Honline registration.  Registration will be open today, July 22nd and will close on Friday August 6th.   Prior to State Fair, meetings will be scheduled with each group of volunteers so everyone is aware of their responsibilities.  If you have any questions please let me know.
